Minor

The minor in Chemistry consists of 28 upper-division units in chemistry.

1. Of the specified upper-division units, a minimum of 16 units must be unique to the minor and may
not be used to satisfy major requirements.

2. Atleast one of the courses used to satisfy the 28 units must be in CHEM 125W, CHEM 111, CHEM 140
or CHEM 166 (courses which include laboratory work).

3. No more than 4 units of 190-199 courses may be used in fulfilling the upper-division units for a
minor.

All of the upper-division courses in chemistry have a prerequisite of CHEM 001A, CHEM 001B, CHEM 001C,
CHEM O1LA, CHEM 01LB, CHEM 01LC, or CHEM 01HA and CHEM THLA, CHEM 01HB and CHEM THLB, CHEM
0THC and CHEM 1HLC and most have CHEM 005 as a prerequisite.

Students with a minor in Chemistry should consult with their Chemistry advisor to construct a specific
program consistent with their career goals.
